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A school gym reverberates with the sounds of a
rousing game of `Simon Says.' Junior high school
students are put through their paces while wearing
vision-distorting glasses and having their other
senses challenged by several adults in the room.
When the game ends, the students all sit down
and quiet to listen to the facilitator. In the
moments before the next segment of the
presentation begins, one of the boys in the class
says quietly, ªWelcome to my world.º

The boy has Asperger Syndrome, a form of autism.
And it is this kind of response that fuels the team behind
the Friend 2 Friend Programs.

Autism is a neurodevelopmental disability that affects
how a person learns and experiences the world. With a
documented prevalence of 1 in 165, autism is often
heralded in the media as being an epidemic and in n eed
of a cure. But there is a growing contingent of par ents
and autistic people who argue that autism is not a
devastating disorder.

ªAutism presents strengths not available to the typ ical
population,º writes Michelle Dawson, an autistic
researcher, in a blog post from October 2006. ªThe
different pattern of strengths and weaknesses
characterizing autism results in many difficulties as
atypical needs and adaptive, but atypical autistic
behaviors are at odds with what is considered or

expected as `normal.'º
Those ªadaptive but atypical autistic behaviorsº

contribute to the difficulties autistic people face  in their
day-to-day lives. When Heather McCracken's autistic son
told her that he wanted to have friends, she decide d to
teach his peers about the autistic existence, instead of
pushing Ian to become someone he wasn't. After thre e-
and-a-half years of research, the Friend 2 Friend Social
Learning Society was born.

Since 2002, the Friend 2 Friend Programs have
reached over 51, 500 children. The programs are
engaging for all developmental levels and learning
styles, and are interactive and inclusive. Autistic students
participate fully in the programs, and the shared
experiences help to normalize autism for both autistic
and non-autistic children.

Baby's First Visit

A child©s first visit to the dentist should occur n o
later than the first birthday! The first visit at t his age
should include: 
· A complete evaluation of the child©s health history,

including prenatal, perinatal and the postnatal per iods. 
· A complete oral examination. 
· An opportunity to initiate a comprehensive prevent ive

care program with the parents by providing
information regarding dental and oral development,
injury prevention, oral habits, oral hygiene and ef fects
of diet on the teeth. 

· An assessment of the child©s risk of developing oral
and dental disease and determine how often the chil d
should be seen for a preventive recare visit. 
Remember that there is no minimum age that needs

to be reached before a child can be seen by a dentist. If
your dentist does not feel comfortable seeing child ren
or infants, then you should be referred to an
appropriately trained specialist who will provide t he
necessary care. 

Prevention is the best treatment! Can the visit to a
dental office be pleasant for both the child and th e
parent? To increase the likelihood of having a positive
dental experience for everyone in the family, the
following factors need to be considered. 

Trust: The parents and the child need to trust all of
the members of the team who will be providing their
care. This relationship begins from the time the
appointment is first made and continues to develop
with every contact that occurs between the parent,
the child and the dental team. By using appropriate

techniques, which may vary depending upon the
specific needs of each child, the building blocks of
trust can be and are established. These may include
show-and-tell for the very young child to a more
detailed explanation for the older child.

Office Environment: The design and color of the
dental office provides a great assistance in establishing
rapport with the child. Play areas throughout the o ffice,
sinks at varying heights (including those that
accommodate a wheel chair), and chairs that are
designed for children of all shapes and sizes. 

Dental Team: The dental team that you choose
needs to feel comfortable with children and must en joy
providing care to them. 

Timing of Appointments: The best time to book
an appointment for a child is when they are not tir ed. If
a young child has had a full day at day care, play, or
school, they are less likely to be able to cooperate as
well as they could. We schedule all of our appointm ents
for children during the first half of the day.
Appointments for the `special needs' patients need
consideration as to what their needs are, the difficulty in
physically getting to the office and transportation
arrangements. 

If all the factors listed above are taken into
consideration, then the likelihood of a pleasant vi sit is
almost always assured.

boy who, upon returning to his classroom after a
Friend 2 Friend Program presentation, said, ªOh, I
guess there's nothing wrong with me after all.º

ªIt's not `we have to fix the people,' but `we as a
society need to be open to differences and be
friends,'º Val says. Lyndon Parakin, Executive
Director of the Autism Calgary Association, agrees.
ªI like how much this can empower other parents
or other caregivers¼ even the potential of
empowering people with autism themselves. We
can make an impact on our community.º

That impact is important. Society as a whole
needs to listen to autistic adults like Michelle who
have been speaking for years about the need for
accommodation and acceptance of autistic people.
The Friend 2 Friend Programs are evidence that this
change is possible.
